4. An adequate foundation for continued study including familiarity with all valid interpretation
tools, ability to evaluate and utilize current periodical literature, reference materials and
commentaries related to OT study.

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5. Have new insights for studying and accurately interpreting the Scriptures.
6. Have renewed desire for Christians to clearly understand biblical truths and apply them in
their lives.
